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teach at the age of 90. He and his 

wife, Lilli, played an active role 

in the Civil Rights movement 

in the 1960s and participat-

ed in national and local efforts 

to end segregation and discrim-

ination. Cirillo and his wife also 

were supporters of the Ackerman 

Center for Holocaust Studies at 

UT Dallas.
